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Exito Educativo is a partnership-
based program that promotes aca-
demic success among Latino

families. This exciting after-school
program brings Latino parents and
their students in high school together
to learn about the requirements for
high school graduation, the different
sources of support, and the pathways
to college.

The program consists of six (6) two-
hour long modules. Participants learn
about the benefits of a college educa-
tion, the importance of family mem-
bers communicating with each other,
school personnel, and peers.
